There are at present fundamental problems in theoretical physics awaiting solutions,
e.g., the relativistic formulation of quantum mechanics and the nature of atomic nuélei
(to be followed by more difficult ones such as the problem of life), the solution of which
problems will presumably require a more drastic revision of our fundamental concepts
than any that have gone before.
